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Participatory Mapping becomes an issue in Indonesia, since the government’s capacity to serve the people with geospatial information is still low, so that demands on quality, current and cost-effective geospatial information needs a breakthrough.  The activities should enhance the spatial readiness index of Indonesia.  
The paper discuss some variant in participatory mapping existing in Indonesia.  The research methods are in-depth interview and focus group discussion with stakeholders, and a workshop with some actors to test the draft of standard operating procedure (SOP).

It is proven that participatory mapping is very useful in collecting and completing some missing data or update certain objects,  especially roads network, important buildings and some geographical names.  In next future, participatory mapping will be useful also for ground truth of remote sensing data which is needed by topographic map, especially the land cover.  

Participatory mapping will be more common in preparing useful thematic geospatial information such for tourist navigation, disaster mapping or spatial planning in village or community level, and also for small enterprise development.  The existing of free basic geospatial information, combined with inexpensive data collecting instruments should be completed with governments empowering action.  These actions include completing the standard operation procedure, preparing user friendly geoportal and continuous training for various aspects in participatory mapping.
